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Home Prayer Time, 07/13/08
Passage: Luke 24:36-53, Acts 1:1-14
Theme: Kingdom Power, No. 4
Observations:
1)  Try to get the context of the first passage (Luke 24:36-49).  V. 36 begins by saying, “while they were still talking… .”  When was it that this event took place in relation with the day of Jesus’ resurrection?  How about the section of vv. 50-53?  When did this occur?  Read Acts 1:4-5, and vv. 6ff.  Try to make these events fit chronologically those in the ending part of Luke’s gospel.

2) It seems that Jesus stayed on earth after he was resurrected for certain purposes.  How long did he stay and what were the purposes?

3) Read 2 Kings 2:1-14.  Explain how the story of Elijah taken up to heaven can be compared with that of Jesus’ ascension to heaven in Luke’s gospel.   Discuss Luke’s opinion on the coming Elijah (cf. Mat 17:9ff, Mal 4:5-6, Luke 1:17, etc.).
Personal Applications:

1) The disciples did receive the power Jesus promised to give, but it is important to know how they actually received it.  Explain how they were prepared and became ready to receive it.  What preparations, conditions or steps were necessary for them to receive it?

2) Among those you listed above as the necessary preparations/conditions/steps, which area do you think you will need to work on most to receive more of God’s power?

3) Share with others the hope that you have for your future: what do you expect to happen when you receive that power from God?

Prayers, and etc.

1) Pray that you can take the necessary steps in order to receive God’s power.
2) Pray for those who have not still decided to come to the Bible Camp: “Give them the boldness to take God’s blessings!”
1) Pray for each other, and for “the little ones” who need God’s power.
