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Passage: 2 Chr 30:1-27
Theme: Kingdom Fellowship No. 7

Observations:
1) Try to get the historical context of this story.  What was the condition of the nation of Israel that time?  Who was Hezekiah’s father, and what was the condition of the temple in Jerusalem before Hezekiah came to the throne? Then, what did he do for the temple after he came to the throne?  
2)  What was the king’s purpose of sending couriers throughout Israel and Judah with letters? And what was the result of this (vv. 10-13)?  When the large crowd of people assembled in Jerusalem, they came to have a certain problem (vv. 17-20).  What was it, and how did the king handle it?
3) Circle or underline the words that are related with joy (rejoice, joyfully, etc.) in vv. 21ff.  What was the result of this joy, and how did God respond to them?
Personal Applications:

1) Do you think that the joy they came to have had something to do with the result that their prayer reached heaven?  What did they do with the joy they had?  Try to describe the joy they came to have in your words, and explain how God was able to hear their prayer. 
2) Now, think how these people actually came to have this joy.  What caused them to have it, and what conditions/elements contributed toward it? Do you think they were able to have this joy by themselves staying alone?

3) Pay attention to the problem discussed in the observation question 2) above (vv. 17-20).  What do you learn from this, and how do you apply this to you or to your church?

Prayers, and etc.

1) Pray that you will come to have more joy in fellowship with your brothers and sisters.
2) Pray for our church gatherings that all the meetings/fellowship will be held always in the name of Jesus and become more beneficial for his kingdom and the people.
3) Pray for each other in your group and family.
