Sermon Worksheet, 12/07/08
Passage: Luke 1:5-25
Theme: Kingdom Prayer No. 1

Observations:
1) Who were Zechariah and Elizabeth?  What tribe were they from? Try to find about “priestly divisions” (1 Chr 24:1-19).  What kind of a problem did Zechariah and Elizabeth have, and what, do you think, they did about it?
2) What was it that Zechariah was chosen to do by going into the temple (cf. Exod 30:7-8), and what, do you think, it symbolized?  What were the people outside the temple doing when Zechariah was in the temple?
3) The angel said, “Zechariah, your prayer has been heard.”  In what way, was his prayer heard by God?  Explain this in two ways: what it meant to Zechariah and Elizabeth, and what it meant to humanity?
Personal Applications:

1) Explain how God uses our everyday problems for his bigger purposes by using the case of Zechariah and Elizabeth?  Do you see any other similar stories where God used people’s problems for his purposes?  Or if you can share from your own experiences, please do so.

2) What should be our attitude before God when we feel that he would not hear our prayer?  What is important to know when the things are not going around you as you hope them to be?

3) What kinds of problems and desires do you have now?  Are you praying about them, and if yes, how are you believing?

Prayers, and etc.

1) Thank and praise God because he hears our prayers.  Pray specifically about your problems and wishes.
2) Pray for your group and church that we will be faithful in giving prayers to God all the time.
3) Pray for each other in your group and family.
